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Romans 5-6

The good news of the gospel-We can be brought back to God in Jesus and made right legally (blood) and personally, escaping wrath (practical emphasis)

Therefore, being “saved” is much more than just a state we are in for the sake of eternal destiny, but it is very personal and changes a person to start desiring the tings and the person of God.

v. 5:7
· Human love at its best will motivate a person to give his or her life for a truly good person

· God’s love is greater than this—everyone he died for—undeserving

· God’s love came to us as we were utterly helpless (we will die)

Main point—God’s love is ultimately shown in Christ’s death

v. 5:10-11

He was talking about Christ’s death restoring us legally in a since with God (justified) now he speaks of being restored personally (reconciliation)
Romans 6
Death came through Adam

1. Original Sin?  Ezekiel 18, David “sinful since birth”

Example—Age of accountability

2. Original nature—but what is the difference

(inherited or not=sinner)

The original sin—The use of Adam shows universality not only Jewish or a Greek thing if all are sinners then all can be made right.

Chapter 6—Since Jesus is for everyone and salvation is for everyone does that mean that everyone is automatically saved?  (universalism) 

No there is something that happens when one is saved.  He/She passes from death to life and is not totally free from all constraints but becomes a slave to righteousness as opposed to sin.

What does this mean?
